Hunger project director Susan Johnson reports:

Since the current recession first hit, the number of people served at the
Food Pantry has more than doubled; currently we serve over 800
people each month. Major causes new people reported were: lay-offs
and reduction of hours; landlords' foreclosure causing people to incur the
costs of moving and putting down deposits; tough choices between paying
for housing or for other routine expenses.

The number of Soup Kitchen guests is up more than 25%,

to as many as 250. These people have long-term impediments to
employment, including many chronic health problems. There is a free clinic
at the Soup Kitchen, funded separately, and it is a godsend.

This year’s MTHP Performathon will benefit the Hunget Programs. You
can sponsor a young musician’s performance by giving a gift of any size, or
by volunteering to help with the distribution of food to the hungty in our
community.
