  Irene has a M.M. from DePaul University, 
and a B.M.A. from the University of Michigan, and 
has completed Suzuki pedagogy studies and Orff 
Certification Level 1.   She is a member of the 
Chicago Federation of Musicians, Chicago Flute 
Club, Music Teachers of Hyde Park, National Flute 
Association, and Suzuki Association of the
